Dear Parents/Carers, 
  We would like to take this opportunity to welcome our new 

Premises Officer – Mr Robert Cross – who started earlier this 
week and has been made to feel welcome by children, staff 
and parents.  
 
Mr Shields and I have been assisting with the locking, 
unlocking and cleaning for several months in the absence of 
a premises officer and we have been supported in this by a 
number of staff and governors – our thanks go to them.  
 
During the half term break a number of rooms had their 
carpets replaced – the results are very pleasing. Further 
work replacing carpets and doors will take place during the 
Christmas break. 
 
Before the break, the Governing Body approved our short 
and long term development plans. Outlined below are the 
key points of both plans: 

 To ensure that all children meet or exceed the national 
scale score of 100 by the end of Key stage 2.   

 To ensure high-quality teaching and learning enables all 
children to make at least good progress to reach or 
exceed national expectations.  

 To ensure school leadership promotes leadership of 
learning that positively impacts on pupil progress and 
attainment. 

 Ensure professional development is personalised and 
supports school development initiatives.  

 Further develop local, national and international links to 
renew the International Award. 

 Consider long term advantages / disadvantages of single 
school academy status, determining strategic plan based 
on futures thinking.  

 Consider ways to raise additional funds for school 
resources and development.  

 Complete the redevelopment of the school grounds by 
providing a bike shelter and by upgrading the entrance 
to the school premises. 

 Extend and improve the Key Stage 1 / lower Key Stage 2 
block to include a large multi-purpose area.
